Big Ideas: E1, E3, S3
	· Look William Morris work with animals in. discuss what is similar and different about the pieces 
· Children to remind themselves of what printing they did in Foundation. Children to think about what techniques they used to make a print and what the print looked liked. 
· In pairs children to explore how to make a good clean print. Children to consider what they need to bear in mind when they make their own print. Children to try pressing into a polystyrene tile and printing with it – testing how much paint they will need/how much pressure to apply/what colours they will use.
