	Look at some Khayamiya examples and think about how text makes up the image. 
Children will need to recognise that the Arabic text is used as a form of worship to give Allah glory – i.e. art can be used in a variety of contexts and religions to worship.

	Look at a variety of pieces of images of Antony Gormley’s Another Place sculptures. Discuss the colours seen in the sunsets, light and shade, shadows cast by sculptures, textures in the sand, how the sky contrasts to the sea, and the mood of the compositions.
Explain that a gradient is a blend between colours – this could be a rainbow, the colour of a sunset, or a tonal gradient from light to dark – use fingers to blend. Model how to blend chalk together and create a gradient of colour.
Adult to fix chalk experiments in sketchbooks using hairspray outside.
Children to add to their colour wheels (in front of sketchbooks) the tertiary colours.
