	Investigating and making art:

To use string to print a positive image and explore colour

Big Ideas: E2, C1, C2
	· Discuss what a positive print is (it is the image that gets printed rather than the background e.g. like a stamp)
· Using PVA glue stick string to pieces of card in different patterns. The children will need to draw their design on the card first so that they can trace the string over it. Once dry apply paint thickly to the card and use as a stamp for printing.
· Children should be able to explore how their stamp can be used multiple times to create a repeating pattern. Give children the opportunity to experiment in colour and see which effect they like the most.
· After reflecting, children to make their stencil using string and cardboard ready for their final design.

Explore how to smooth clay skilfully

Big Ideas: E1, E3, S3
	· Look at a variety of pieces of art that Ikuto Iwamoto made. Discuss what shape the pieces are and what sort of features have been added.  Discuss what material has been used. Children to consider why the artist has used the material for the piece. Would it have worked with a different material? Children to think about how the piece has been finished. Has it been varnished? Has it been painted? 
· What do you think inspired the artist to make the piece? What name would you give it? Why?
· Remind the children where clay comes from and that it is a natural material. Discuss what the children will need to bear in mind when working with this material (e.g. it dries out quickly, malleable to a point but breaks easily and quickly)
· Recap with the children that they have already learnt how to create a thumb pot (yr 2). Explain that this time we are going to make a vase using the clay. Recap how to adhere pieces of clay together when you want to join two pieces together. Children to practice joining two small pieces together using the technique shown. 
· Looking back at Ikuto Iwamoto’s work ask how she achieved a smooth finished after joining the pieces together? Children to explore how to smooth the surface of the two pieces they have just joined together.
· Explore how to make good long coils ready for making the vase. What things do you need to remember when making a coil?
